Course leaders comments

Svarsfrekvensen ar hog, 90% (28 av 31 studenter). Jag har skickat ut paminnelser via kursportalen och e-post, och
manga studenter gjorde varderingen tidigt under perioden. Kanske Evald-paminnelser har en positiv effekt ocksa.

For andra aret har vi nu forankrat studieresan och 6vrig kursinnehall inom en generell teori om faktorer som paverkar
skogars struktur och utbredning. Detta I6per som en réd trdd genom kursen och ger studenterna méjlighet att satta
fallstudier i ett stérre sammanhang. Ny kurslitteratur omfattar éversikts- och debattartiklar om rollen som klimat och
mark, stora vaxtatare samt brand har och har haft pa skogen. Manniskans roll i utdéendet av den pleistocena
megafaunan och andringar i brandregimer och implikationer for modern naturvard i I6vskogar diskuterades ingaende.
Bialowiezaskogen anvandes som en fallstudie for att satta langsiktiga forandringar i relation till ovan namnda faktorer.

Helhetsintrycket for kursen ligger pa samma héga niva som forra aret: 4.6 (2013-2017: 4.3-4.8), och
odverensstammer med mitt eget intryck att kursen har fungerat bra med tanke pa innehall och struktur.
Studentgruppen har varit trevlig, skétsam och latt att samarbeta med. Studenterna har ocksa haft en hég narvaro pa
ej obligatoriska moment, d.v.s. framst férelasningarna. Medelvardena pa 6vriga obligatoriska fragor ligger alla mellan
4.4 och 4.9. Exkursionen till Bialowieza fick aterigen ett mycket bra omdéme (medel 4.9).

Blandningen av individuella uppgifter och grupparbetet om Bialowieza k&nns lamplig med tanke pa omfattning och
amnen. Flertalet studenter Iamnade in sina arbeten i tid, medan nagra lag efter med detta under kursen.
Medelantalet timmar som studenterna uppskattade att de hade agnat at kursen sjonk dock fran 32 per vecka férra
aret till 24. Nagra studenter kan ha missforstatt fragan och angett tiden utéver obligatoriska moment. Till exempel
skrev tva studenter 6-15 timmar vilket knappast ar majligt da den schemalagda tiden (utan grupparbeten) i
genomsnitt redan omfattade 16 timmar i veckan. Faktum kvarstar dock att flera studenter tyckte att kursen holl for
l&g fart. Aven om detta delvis beror pa att antalet réda dagar &r storst i period 4, skulle studenternas larande
férmodligen gynnas av nagot fler arbetsuppgifter.

Studentrepresentanten David Falk foreslog att quiz kunde vara en metod for att gynna studenternas larande mellan
tentorna. Andra férslag géllde fler dvningar eller gruppseminarier. Vidare kom férslag om korta faltprojekt. Alla dessa
forslag ar relevanta och bér 6vervagas infor nasta ars kurs. Quiz och gruppévningar med presentationer kanns mest
realistiska med tanke pa kursens redan anstrangda ekonomi efter tva ars nedskarningar som férmodligen inte
medger 6kade larartimmar. Tyvarr kan kursen drabbas av ytterligare nedskarningar nasta ar.

Tvaveckorsdelen om skotsel av adelldvskog, som fram till 2018 var ett fast inslag i kursen, fanns p.g.a. bada
lararnas (PM Eko och Eric Agestam) pensionering inte langre med i arets kurs. Dessa veckor har ersatts med en ny
vecka om skotsel av snabbvéxande 16vtrad, sarskilt poppel och hybridasp, som Henrik Bohlenius ansvarade for,
samt en vecka om viltekologi och viltbete som Annika Felton holl i. Bada veckor fungerade bra, men veckan om
snabbvaxande I6vtrad bor integreras mer med innehallet av 6vriga kursen. Kursens del om skétsel av adellévskog
bor ocksa uttkas igen, nagot som kommer att ske redan nasta ar nar Magnus L&f, som ar professor i skogsskétsel,
blir ny kursledare.

Skogshistoria och historisk markanvandning av I6vbarande marker har i ar fatt mer utrymme under kursen sa att
historiska baslinjer for hallbar 16vskogsskotsel kunde studeras mer ingaende. Under tva nya exkursioner till Torups
bokskog och till Skrylleskogen diskuterades dessa amnen aven i falt.

Student representatives comments

The course was positively reviewed by almost all students. Respondents felt as if the course content was
well-balanced and informative. The teaching staff was also commended repeatedly for their high quality and
supportive teaching style, as well as the format used in which researchers specialized in certain topics have series of
lectures. For example Annika Felton holding the series of lectures about ungulates in Sweden and their effect on
forest dynamics. Furthermore, the field trip received overwhelmingly positive reviews, with the only apparent criticism
from a number of students being that they wished it was longer. The topics covered during the field trip, guides in
Bialowieza Forest and lectures during the trip were well-liked by all students. The excursions into the national park
were all very interesting. The course should also be commended for having a clear gender balance with lecturers,



which is uncommon for forestry courses.

In terms of areas of improvement, a frequent criticism was that students felt as if the tempo could be higher and that
it was too easy for a masters course. Some students also expressed a desire to dive deeper into specific topics. This
could easily be combined with the aforementioned criticism to make the course slightly more challenging and more
in-depth for specific topics. However, it should be noted that this group of respondents is in a clear minority, as other
students favored the slower and more relaxed pace of the course during the spring at the end of the academic year.

In summary, the course has been indisputably well liked by essentially all students. Many respondents felt as if they
gained new insight into interesting topics, and were grateful for the opportunity to visit Bialowieza forest. In terms of
improvement, the tempo and learning requirements of the course could be increased in order to satisfy those
students searching for more stimulated learning within the topics covered.
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
